Starting as a “one off” village 
event for the Millennium celebrations, it has continued annually by popular 
request raising over £43,000 over its 25 years. All distributed to local good 
causes with tickets sold each year ranging from 223 to 533, partly dependent 
on the weather on the day. To remain viable and keep the event fresh and 
interesting, we need an injection of new and varied gardens.
